Pre-K (M-F) AGE: 4-5 years old
(MUST BE 4 years old on or before September 30, 2009)
This class is designed for children who will be eligible to attend kindergarten in September 2010. Reading
readiness skills, number concepts, as well as visual and fine motor development will be emphasized.

Budding BEECCers AGE: 15 months - 30 months

REGISTRATION

A registration fee must be included with the application. This fee is non-refundable unless the school is unable to enroll
your child by September 1, 2009. Applications will be accepted by MAIL ONLY. Registration begins February 1,
2009. CBE members in good standing (not more than 2 months in arrears) are given priority for registration
during the month of February. Applications postmarked prior to February 1, 2009, will be processed with
those postmarked February 1, 2009. Beginning March 1, 2009, registration will be open to the general public
on a first-come, first-served basis.

TUITION AND OTHER FEES
